CASA BASKETBALL RULES

e Allcurrent Australian Rules (FIBA) will apply, except as specifically varied
below. Current FIBA scoresheets will be used in all games.

e All teams to be correctly attired in their school playing uniforms, with
numbered singlets.

e FEach player's number and initials should be written on the scoresheet
prior to the scheduled start of each game. The coach’s name should
appear in the space provided.

e Any team not ready to commence play when called upon shall forfeit
one (1) point for every minute late, until ten (10) minutes have elapsed,
at which time the game shall be declared a forfeit.

Playing time

e FEach game will consist of two (2) 8-minute halves and the game clock
will not be stopped except:
e during all charged and official time outs (one (1) per team per
game)
e when specifically directed by an official
e The half break time shall be two (2) minutes.

First Aid

e Firstaid will be in attendance on the day



Scoring

e The classification of teams in any group or pool situation shall be made
on points according to their win/loss record:

three (3) points for a win,
one (1) point for a loss,
zero (O) points for a forfeit,
two (2) points for a draw.

e Iftwo (2) teams are on equal points, the results of the game between
the two (2) teams will be used to determine placings;

e Ifmorethantwo (2)teamsare equal on points, the results of the games
between the teams tied will be used to determine the placings;

e If the teams in (b) are still equal, placings will be determined on goal
average (points for divided by points against) using only the results of
the games between the tied teams;

e If the teams in (c) are still equal, placings will be determined on goal
average using the results of all games in the pool/group.

Equipment

e FEach team is expected to provide one (1) table official for bench for
their own game that they play (including semi-finals and finals).

Canteen

e A canteen will be available on the day.
e Students should bring water.
